There, 500 entries were pulled from 25 states. The Egyptian Kennel Club from Mt. Corn Belt's first sanctioned match was held on October 16, 1950. Entry blanks were mailed to 100 Illinois dog owners announcing the event which was to be held at the Illinois State University Farm in Normal. �The Club’s second match was held on April 15, 1951 at the same location with 147 dogs vying for the win. Completing this second match fulfilled the necessary requirements of the American Kennel Club and Corn Belt became an AKC member club eligible to host pointed events.

Show was held on Labor Day, Sept 3. 1951. This show was held at O’Neill’s


Pavilion and was joined by Sandemac


Kennel Club from Decatur to make a 2-day circuit. Superintendent for the event was the Bow Dog Show Organization, and spectator admission was 50 cents – an increase from the match admission of 35 cents. The entry fee for this show was $4.25 per dog. The show pulled a total entry of 372 dogs and 51 breeds from 19 states with 30 professional handlers competing. Corn Belt’s  Junior Kennel Club with youngsters ages 9-17 years, served as junior stewards and also assisted with trophies and catalog sales. 
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
